Art Competition Guidelines
“Building the Woman”

This competition is open to all women, 16 years and over, who are Queensland residents.

Theme:

The theme for the competition is “Building the Woman”. Entries should demonstrate some linkage
to this theme. Entrants are requested to submit a few lines informing viewers why they chose that
particular subject, or location and submit with the entry form.

Description:

For the purpose of this competition, a painting is defined as an original pictorial or abstract
representation on board, paper or stretch fabric in (a) a medium applied by brush or knife; or (b) any
of the following media or similar: pen, pencil, charcoal, pastel, collage, felt tip; or (c) any mixture of
the above.

Prizes:
Three finalists (first, second and third place) will receive a certificate of achievement
Also prizes to be advised. Note may not be monetary.

Presentation of Prizes:
The winner will be announced and prizes awarded to the three place getters and viewers’ choice at
the QRWN Annual State Conference Charleville, 3 — 4" September 2010.

Conditions of Entry:

e This competition is open to all women, 16 years and over, who are Queensland residents.

o Entry fee is $11.00 per entry (includes GST).

e Entry forms are available from Fiona Borello or www.grwn.org.au

e An entry must be the original unaided work of the entrant and must not have won a major prize
and must have been completed in the two years prior to 13 August 2010.

e All paintings must be suitably framed and read to hang and must not exceed 150cm x 120cm,
including frame. Suspension by “D” rings to staples with cord is recommended and hooks and
screw eyes should not be used. Each painting shall be clearly marked on the back with the
entrant’s name, address and medium.

e Paintings will be exhibited at the QRWN Annual State Conference Charleville 3 — 4" September
2010.

e While all care will be taken while paintings are in its charge, the QRWN Inc. does not accept
responsibility for damage or loss incurred before, during or after the exhibition. Insurance,
packaging and freight are the responsibility of the Entrant. Entrants are asked to supply return
postage, or arrangements must be made for art to be returned.

e Competitors agree to allow reproduction of their works for newspaper and television during the
exhibition and/or for QRWN'’s publications and QRWN website.

Judge/s decision is final, and no correspondence will be entered into.

Judge/s reserve the right not to award a prize if entries do not reach the required standard.

Each entrant may be required to supply their ABN or complete a “Statement by a Supplier”
declaration.
